Christmas at the Workhouse
As young Victorians from the 1861 census, children discover life 
at a Sheffi eld workhouse. Becoming workhouse inmates, they 
labour as silverware stampers, delve into festive traditions with 
the Guardian of the Workhouse and experience life in the 
back-to-backs of ‘Cotton Mill Walk’

1865: Children at Work
The Employment Commissioner of 1865 investigates the working 
conditions of children as they labour as apprentices in a cutlery 
factory. Children are set to work in a wealthy household and take 
part in lessons and games with the Mistress of a Dame School

1864: The Great Sheffi eld Flood
Experience living and working by the river in Victorian Sheffi eld on 
that fateful day. A day full of drama, role play & related activities 
exploring why a dam was needed and why it burst. Discover 
working life before the fl ood and relive the tales of horror & 
heroism, life & death

1851: A Day in the Life of Abbeydale Works  
Taking on the role of characters from the Victorian census, children 
encounter a working day in the water-powered Scythe Works, 
Crucible Furnace and the Counting House and compare life in the 
Manager’s House to the drudgery of the Worker’s Cottage
